2. Shelter advocates: provide advocacy and info at a local shelter, 9:30 pm-11 pm, Nov. 1-April 30.
3. One-Stop Resource Center case management and advocacy: 8:00 am-11:00 am, Monday through Friday

4. Facilitating Incubator Group meeting: Wednesday 10:00 am-11:30 am 
5. Assisting Wednesday noontime Helping Hands Workshop
6. Assisting in using art, poetry, music and other alternative ways to empower and advocate for the low income and homeless
7. Assisting in Jail outreach: on first Tuesday 8:30 am-noon
8. Assisting in operating a community lunch program: 10 am – 2 pm
9. Assisting in managing Social media: provides assistance to maintain Facebook, ACC website, etc.

10. Assisting in fundraising and database management: Managing multiple fundraising events annually and maintaining donor database.

11. Assisting in conducting housing options research: building affordable housing for chronically homeless in Amherst area, visiting sites for ideas (such as housing projects in NYC by Common Ground or Community Solutions)

12. Assisting in designing distribution materials: Design and edit materials on homelessness, and poverty for public consumption

13. Assisting in public policy research and op-ed writing: Research and write about homelessness, poverty, and current social service delivery system

14. Assisting in researching/designing software: Research software for case management purpose
